On 9/19/2014 I received a phone message from Rosemary Cundiff at the State Archives and Records office asking to talk to me about a GRAMA Request that was submitted by Dee Torres back on Feb. 26th. Apparently Dee Torres went to Rosemary stating that the City withheld records from her that she had requested before purchasing her home at 4353 W. Lennox Drive. I told Rosemary that all records that I received from various departments were given to Dee. Shane Greenwood in Engineering said he had been recently working with Dee regarding her request and noted there was an easement on a neighboring property that also affects the Torres property but it was not given to her at the time of the request because it did not fit the parameters of the record request: “any documents that include this address and surrounding area associated with the EPA Kennecott Cleanup for Bingham Creek that would affect the home and property.”
I told Rosemary we have not withheld any documents intentionally from Dee Torres and asked her to send Dee back here to us to identify what records she felt she did not receive and to give her those copies. 

We thought that the City had provided all record copies that pertained specifically to the GRAMA Request (all copies are attached with this cover memo).
