City Planner Greg Schindler reviewed background information on this item. 

 

City Planner Greg Schindler said I received a message today from one of the neighbors named Coleen 

Ruff. She said she could not be here tonight but she wanted me to pass on her concerns for the record. 

She has concern for any green space being replaced for the children that are living in the 35 

townhomes, and she did not see on the plat that anything would be there for the children. These issues 

will be discussed with the applicant shortly.  

 

Gary Langston, 4700 Daybreak Parkway South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I don’t think I have 

anything more to add, but I am here to answer any questions you may have for me.  

 

Commissioner Feist said I would like to know if you can address the issues that Ms. Ruff has regarding 

the park and having to cross the road to get to the green spaces. 

 

Mr. Langston said Kestrel Ridge is the road that runs south of the project, and High Crest is the next 

intersection to the west that would have handicap crossing, and that is considered a cross-walk. We 

could work with the City if it became necessary to put in more cross-walks and stripping, we have done 

that in other locations in Daybreak. We have worked with the South Jordan Traffic Committee to 

evaluate traffic and where they should, and should not go. In regards to the open space, there is very 

little open space, but it is also very much an urban environment. This particular development has the 

benefit of being a stone’s throw away from our biggest open space amenity in Daybreak with 100 acres 

of open space, water, and parks to the south.  I personally as the engineer of this project do not have 

any concerns about people being able to cross the road. 
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Chairman Naylor opened the Public Hearing to comments.  

 

Kira Hansen, 4629 Daybreak Rim Way South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I think our concerns are 

similar, but my concern is that there are a lot of homes on the round-about and so there is not a lot of 

parking in front of the townhomes. We use the parking in front of our house when we have people 

come and visit, but those homes on the round-about will not have any parking so they will probably be 

parking in front of our place, and right now that is fine because it does not fill up quickly. I have some 

friends that live by the other round-about which does not have parking. I was trying to find her house 

and was slowing down in the round-about with another car behind me, and I just think that poses as a 

danger. If I want to get to their house I need to park a block away and then walk.  I am sure there is a 

way to change that, like entering from the backside. I know that a lot of the Sego homes share a 

driveway which creates a problem if people are trying to get to those homes as well. The other concern 

I have is the green space. It is true that Daybreak has a lot of green space and that huge park, and we 

love Daybreak because it seems to plan around people, but I don’t feel like that when I look at this 

plan. I do like the high density, but there is not a lot of space for kids. The alleyway is often use by 

kids, even though it shouldn’t be, you are going to have kids play there because townhomes have small 

families. When you go into the Sego homes they are so high that you can’t see around them and if there 

is a kid coming down the alley on their bike it poses a danger.  

 

Kim Johnson, 1276 High Crest Lane South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I live at the property at the 

end where the jog butts up against my property line. I have asked my brother in-law Steve Brown to 

speak on my behalf.  

 

Steve Brown, - said I am Kim Johnsons brother in law and she has asked me to speak for her to 

express what her concerns are with this project. On alleyway (12) it actually terminates into a blunt end 

against her property. It also indicates on this map that it has a 10ft portion of that alleyway that would 

be on that last lot on the corner. You also mentioned a design guide that was not included in your 

packet and it is not included in her packet either, and that would be very helpful. What happens to her 

property that has a jog in it? Kim is looking for answers that don’t seem to be in the packet that directly 

affect her property, her access, and what she understood when she bought her home.  

 

Shalene Griffith, 11283 Morning Time Lane South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I think my lot is 334 

and I am across the alley from the family that just spoke. I have (4) concerns all together and they are: 

1. The townhomes that our home faces are lots 1, 2, and 3, and they are very pleasant to the 

neighborhood, and they look like our homes. I would like to know if these plans could be 

altered so that these homes have the same kind of design as our homes and not be a huge 

deviation in architectural design changes. 

2. I am concerned for the overall safety and security of the families that move in this location 

because the high density triangle that we are looking at is a big concern. When you come up 

to Daybreak the speeds are up to about 60 to 75 mph. It is easy to get going very fast down 

that hill, and it is easy to get going very fast coming up the hill. On the other side it turns into 

a cat and mouse game at the round-about. I agree with the building designer who said they 

have the largest plot of land next to it. However, when you are playing cat and mouse with 

cars, I don’t want to involve children in that. I am concerned that just putting in a handicap 

crossing, striping, and etc. in the future will not prevent that. They have recently added some 

yielding flashers at that roundabout, but it still has not helped. The women that called in and 

left her concern with staff, we talked to her on Saturday, and the one nice thing she did have 
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to say is that she wouldn’t have to listen to the honking anymore. In the last 6 months I was 

told that I could not come home because one of our neighbors was hit and her car was on its 

side in the round-about. I think with the car on its side and emergency vehicles it poses a 

different problem in that intersection, and has to be addressed as such.   

3. There is an issue with the amount of parking that is around the round-about. Currently we 

have what is called the “glass house” and they have several different events there, and when 

they have those events the side that faces the open space is full with parking. As you add 

more homes with parking concerns, it is already currently filled up with cars and there isn’t 

going to be any room for parking where those homes are going in just because of the way the 

traffic normally flows.  

4. I have been around in that area where the new townhomes have gone in by the second round-

about. In walking with my children and my dogs there is an open space within the center 

where children can play. I was wondering if in the condensed housing there could be a few 

lots taken out. I have no sense of direction or distance, so 1/10 sounds to me like the size of a 

car. I love Daybreak and I have been looking at living there for the last 5 to 10 years, and 

finally had the opportunity to move in 3 years ago. I don’t ever want to move, so I want these 

homes to continue to be lived in by their original owners. All of this just really makes me 

worry. 

 

Janene Hansen, 11308 Morning Tide Lane South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said many of my concerns 

are the same as what you have already heard tonight.  I don’t think a week goes by that I am not almost 

T-boned in that round-about. There is just not enough parking that Kennecott has planned for this area. 

If you drive through our neighborhood you will see that the streets are not wide enough to park on both 

sides, and there simply is not enough parking for visitors that come and visit the people in Daybreak. I 

am very much opposed to putting more homes into that space to bring more cars, and more visitors. 

You also say there is a place for children to play but you are sending those children over to a lake. 

Unless a parent accompanies them you are sending them to a lake by themselves. I think Kennecott 

needs to rethink what they are doing with this property. I would also like to see the architecture be 

more like what we already have on the existing homes right now.  

 

Paul Scherbel, 11311 Kestrel Rise Road South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I would like to say that I 

agree with all of the comments that have been made by my neighbors, and would like to state (1) 

additional fact that I have noticed, and ask (1) additional question. In addition to the needs of the 

parking being created by the glass house, Soda Row creates quite a bit of additional parking by itself.  I 

don’t know why there is plenty of parking over by the shops, but for some reason people choose to 

park on Kestrel Rise, and along Daybreak Rim Parkway. I also noticed that on High Crest it is 

constantly packed on both sides with parking. I am just concerned that there is not going to be sufficient 

parking. I would also like to know how much parking is in the triangle itself, including garage space 

and other spaces.  

 

Sarah Schrebel. 11311 Kestrel Rise Road South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I concur with everything 

that has been said. The only thing that my neighbors did not mention is, I don’t like the idea of driving 

up to our beautiful neighborhood passing the Daybreak sign, you get to the round-about and you are 

faced with a wall of 4 story tall townhomes, instead of beautiful open green space, and that community 

feeling that we have currently. It’s now town homes and you won’t be able to see the sky and the 

mountains, it really just cuts out the skyline. I really just think they should be smaller.  
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Lisa Nicholson, 11306 S Morning Tide Lane South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I am also very 

concerned about the parking, but another aspect of Daybreak is when people use their GPS and they 

cannot find homes and where they are going. People are starting to park on the grounds which they are 

getting notices on, but I just think there is a safety issue in conjunction with the round-about and it is 

not going to be a smooth safe area.  

 

Chairman Naylor closed the Public Hearing.  

 

Chairman Naylor said I almost had an accident in a round-about coming to one of the meetings that 

were being held in Daybreak, so I am not a big fan of a round-about, although I know they are pretty 

popular these days. 

 

 Gary Langston, 4700 Daybreak Parkway South Jordan, Utah 84095- said I think we have taken 

some steps in South Jordan to teach people how to drive in the round-about, but the biggest problem is 

that people do not yield to the people in the round-about, and like many of you I have almost been hit in 

the round-about many times myself. I know I drive through there cautiously, especially if I am trying to 

go west bound and there is traffic coming up Daybreak parkway. I think some of that will change over 

time as people start to understand and recognize the behavior that is expected in a round-about. Let’s 

keep in mind the reason for the round-about is to create traffic interaction zones that it will reduce the 

potential for serious injuries. We don’t suggest that there will not be any accidents, but they certainly 

are less severe and that was the reason they were selected.  

 

Chairman Naylor said what about lot 353 it looks like it touches the back of her lot, and the information 

that we were provided shows that the lane actually touches her house? 

 

Mr. Langston said the townhome lot that we are proposing does butt up to her property, but it will have 

no impact on hers. This is very common in Daybreak where we have tried to have a lane with a garage 

at the end, so you don’t have just lanes and lanes.   

 

Mr. Langston said we actually had a neighborhood meeting about 6 weeks ago and invited a number of 

people to attend to see if they had any comments, we had about 4 different families attend and most of 

them lived on High Crest. I think they had similar concerns and we took some of their input and put 

them in some of these concept drawings. We had quite a discussion about street trees and our desire is 

to change them out for them and put something that is a little faster growing, that would be in effort to 

provide some additionally screening in time. 

 

Commissioner Feist said can I get a rough estimate of how many units are in the triangle? 

 

Mr. Langston said 35. 

 

Commissioner Feist said how many have been designated for visitor parking? 

 

Mr. Langston said those are public streets so we cannot designate them.  

 

Commissioner Feist said where would the parking be for the visitors? 
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Mr. Langston said there is some on Daybreak Rim Way, High Crest Lane, and Kestrel Ridge. We have 

noticed that since Sego has constructed the other townhomes we have noticed a significant increase in 

the speeds coming through there. Some of that is because of the visual you get when driving on a road 

that is just complete bare and open space. It feels like you have a runway or a highway out there and all 

of the sudden there is all this verticality that comes in. All of this has been done on purpose. This is 

how we want it to function. In the future we would like to see a speed of 15mph between the round-

about so people can cross easily. 

 

Commissioner Feist said the units that are similar to the west, are those all occupied or mostly 

constructed? 

 

Mr. Langston said there are 3 units that Sego has built and two or three units that are occupied. As you 

move down the parkway I would say about half of them are occupied and half of them are due to be 

occupied here shortly. There is one building to be built and the other will be started on the south side. I 

would like to add that I like these so much that I bought one. I will be living right next to the Zion’s 

Bank. As a developer I think highly of them and I think they are a good product.  

 

Commissioner Feist said I live right by Daybreak and I drive by it every day on Trax, and I just think 

the more housing that goes in without parking seems very dangerous. If we pack more of these alleys in 

without driveways, those tend to be the areas in Daybreak that have cars lining the streets where the 

homes are, not the high density area.  

 

Commissioner Haymore said do you know what size the garages are? 

 

Mr. Langston said the garage on my unit is a 22x24 but, some of them are larger, and some are a little 

smaller. 

 

Commissioner Haymore said that helps me to know that realistically they are large enough to park 2 

vehicles in them. 

 

Mr. Langston said I think we expect to have quite a bit of on street parking in and around this project. 

We want and encourage that, it is what makes Daybreak work for us.  

 

Commissioner Morrissey said as you have talked about the parking issues as a company, and as you 

tried to resolve issues. You did mention that street parking was one of the options, but you didn’t 

mention parking within the development itself. Was that ever discussed or an option? 

 

Mr. Langston said it was discussed and that is why there are a handful of designated parking spaces. 

 

Commissioner Morrissey said there are only a handful of spaces and that is a huge concern for me 

moving forward on this project. Could you express to us why you have such a large development with a 

very limited amount of parking? 

 

Mr. Langston said I think we could chalk some of it up to, we agree to disagree on philosophy a little 

bit. I know that we meet all of the requirements as far as the City is concerned, based on the usage and 

the amount of stalls required for those specific uses. We feel that we do meet the Cities minimum 

requirements when it relates to parking. I don’t have an opinion whether they are right or wrong. We 
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do have a fair amount of on street parking, but we don’t necessarily treat it like Target or Costco does 

by allowing enough parking for (1) day of the year. We manage our parking flow by the parking on the 

majority of days. The Holidays may be tough if the units next to each other have a lot of cars, so that 

may be challenging. Our philosophy is “to meet the minimum average daily requirements”. It is very 

similar to how we design roads, streets, and those kinds of things.  This is an urban development so 

you may have to park and walk. If you were downtown Salt Lake City you would have this same issue 

trying to get to some ones condo, you may have to park and walk.  

 

Chairman Naylor said what they are proposing is consistent with their master plan and it is our 

responsibility to make sure they comply with the City ordinances. Although we are sympathetic to the 

concerns with what has been said here tonight, our ability and authority to address some of the issues is 

limited.   

 

Commissioner Haymore said I am not a big fan of this project for a number of reasons. When I look at 

the horseshoe area it makes me very claustrophobic trying to imagine all of the cars going in and out of 

there, but I realize that my job here is to insure that what they have presented  meets the City 

ordinances. If I were to design my philosophies of what I thought this would look like it would be very 

different. I would like to talk to staff about the parking to make sure this does meet the requirements 

because I don’t know exactly how many parking stalls we are talking about.  

 

City Planner Schindler said our ordinance does not deal with guest parking in the PC Zone. It does talk 

about what each home will have, and that is (1) covered space per unit in the townhome section, but 

they are provided (2) in most cases, and (1) in every other one. The guest parking is considered to be 

on the street.  

 

Commissioner Feist said the parking has been a concern of mine and it still is a concern. I don’t think 

we really addressed the glass house and how the events being held there will affect the parking. I guess 

I am not as concerned about how the kids will get to the lake. My kids get to the lake by the 

underground tunnel, and they get there safe.  

 

Chairman Naylor opened the Public Hearing. 

 

Steve Brown, – said you are correct in saying that cars slow down traffic. I actually just came back 

from traditional traffic conference in George Town Washington, and they spoke about how cars actually 

serve as barriers against the public that may be walking on the sidewalk. Whether this is the plot layout 

of the actual plan, I would have to see the original documents to know. I did ask if there was an 

opportunity to get feedback and the gentlemen from Kennecott Land said he would do that, but I don’t 

know how he will get ahold of us with that information, specifically the termination of the lien. In 

regards to safety, although the cars and the structures are there and it will slow down traffic, it is going 

to block your view because they are very tall buildings. In addition to my general interest in 

architecture and safety, I serve with a group called ICAA (Institute of Classical Architecture and Art) 

and they have a chapter here in Salt Lake City. In realizing that it is way past the time to address those 

issues in regard to the plats and designs, I would invite any of you to look into the classic traditions 

movement of looking at classically designed architecture. Classic design architecture is inviting to the 

community and serves it well with regards to preservation. It can be accomplished with all of the same 

requirements. I have looked at architecture in Daybreak and in general and it is very classical and 

traditional, and I don’t see that in this little quadrant. Being involved in architecture and design I do 
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notice that the materials used are the most economical possible, you would have a hard time labeling 

that as any kind of architecture other than modern. There are flat roofs that don’t support proper snow 

loads, and they are structurally sound, but there are all kinds of weather proofing issues. I wouldn’t buy 

one of those for that very reason. I see balcony guard barriers that are made out of corrugated 

fiberglass which breaks down in the UV sunlight. It makes me think that they are not planning on this 

stuff lasting very long. My sister lives in plot 353 and (2) cars can fit in the front of her property, that 

is the scale we are looking at. If you lived in one of those houses and you were sent this in the mail, 

how would you feel about it? I would give some thoughtful consideration on these matters moving 

forward.  

 

Shalene Griffith, 11283 Mourning Time Lane, South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said we didn’t know 

about any of these meetings, or that they even occurred until the neighbor that left the message asked us 

why we didn’t come to the meetings. We didn’t get the same kind of notification that we received about 

this meeting. I don’t know where the breakdown occurred, but I do apologize for not attending those 

meetings.  

 

City Planner Schindler said they get noticed on all City meeting. The other meetings were held by 

Kennecott Land and they schedule their own meeting so we don’t know how they notice their meetings.  

 

Chairman Naylor said Mr. Langston is here tonight so he is aware that they need to do a better job of 

notifying the people that will be affected. 

 

Ms. Griffith said I understand that you are bound by the guidelines in the book. However, do you have 

the ability as Commissioners to require something that is a little better than the minimum? Is the 

minimum enough for this particular scenario? It may be enough for the location by Zion’s Bank, I don’t 

know, I didn’t attend those meetings, but in this case I just don’t think it is enough.  

 

Commissioner Haymore said I think you and I feel the same way about this project. I just don’t like it, 

but it does appear to me that it is going to meet all of the City requirements. If it meets City ordinances 

then the developer has the right to build it. If it meets the minimum requirement we cannot demand any 

more from them. 

 

Chairman Naylor said we feel that South Jordan has a much higher standard than some of the Cities that 

surround us, and I think for the most part the projects in Daybreak have certainly been high quality. I 

don’t think any of us particularly like these high density townhomes, but they certainly have a right to 

build them. 

 

Mr. Griffith said what do we do if this doesn’t work? 

 

Chairman Naylor said if it doesn’t work, hopefully it will result in the builder not being able to sell 

their units and that will force them to make changes. 

 

Chairman Naylor closed the Public Hearing.

City Planner Greg Schindler review background information on this item. 

 

Gary Langston, 4700 Daybreak Parkway South Jordan, Utah 84095 – said I would like to give 

some clarification on the grey areas. We are debating if we want to convert these to private right-of-

ways, or to access easements because they both function exactly the same. It will just be a question of 

whether we want the HOA to be responsible for the driveways, or if we want the adjacent residents to 

govern themselves in this particular regard. The one that is furthest to the east we are going to covert 

that to a private right-of-way because of its size. The one in the middle I could see them converting that 

one to a private right-of-way, and the one to the west I think we will keep it to a driveway access. 

 

Chairman Naylor opened the Public Hearing to comment. 

 

Commissioner Feist said does the lot to the east that has a blank on it have an access to the north? 

 

Mr. Langston said this is one of the things that we have changed. The far eastern lot it quite large. It is 

about 4,000 sq. ft. but, in this lot, 2/3rds of this acreage is this access easement, and the building is 

actually on the blank space. That is why we decided to convert this to a private right-of-way. 

 

Chairman Naylor opened the Public Hearing to comments. There were none. He closed the Public 

Hearing.  

 

Commissioner Haymore said this one to me makes a lot more sense. I certainly don’t see anything that 

wouldn’t meet the City ordinances that I am aware of, and I do like this a lot better than the last one.

Planner Jake Warner reviewed background information on this item.  

 

Commissioner Feist said what is the height of the sign we are talking about? 

 

Mr. Warner said the sign is allowed to go up to a 6ft by 2ft if it is on a landscape berm or masonry 

base. The sign would be allowed to be 32sq. ft. per side. What they are showing is a 6ft tall sign, and 

2ft would be on the masonry base, and the width would be 4ft wide. 

 

Ryan Heath, 6340 So 3000 East Cottonwood Heights- said I think Jake did a great job on the review 

of this project. I really don’t have anything more to add, but I am here to answer any questions you 

may have for me.  

 

Chairman Naylor opened the Public Hearing to comments.  

 

Sandy Gittins, 11616 S Harvest Moon Court South Jordan, Utah – said I would like to know if this 

is east or west of the 7-11. 

 

City Planner Warner said it would be between the McDonalds and the 7-11. 

 

Chairman Naylor closed the Public Hearing. 

 

Chairman Naylor said I did participate in the Architectural Review meetings on this, and the applicant 

was very accommodating, so we felt like we ended up with a very attractive building when we got 

through.  

 

Commissioner Haymore said as long as the sign doesn’t look like the Karl Malone sign I am probably 

ok with it. I can see that thing from my house and I don’t live anywhere near it. I don’t see any issues 

with it. My wife is a pharmacist and has worked in a drive thru pharmacy for a few years. Her view 

would be a little different than what was represented here tonight, and it could be that it is a different 

pharmacy, I don’t know, but I don’t have any issues with this application.

Commissioner Feist motioned to approve File No. SP-2014.04, a site plan and a conditional use 

permit application for a pharmacy with retail sales to include a drive-through and a monument 

sign with an electronic message sign, with the electronic message sign being subject to the 

regulations of the Sign Ordinance (Municipal Code 16.36) as would be required in the C-C Zone.
